As members may be aware (LTB 274/24), postal worker and CWU member David 
Stancombe from Southport Delivery Office lost his beautiful daughter Elsie Dot in the 
appalling attack in the town on Monday 29th July. 
 
The funeral of Elsie Dot took place last Friday where hundreds gathered to celebrate the 
life of this amazing little girl. Postal workers from Southport created a convoy of red 
vehicles to show support for their colleague David Stancombe. The family wanted a 
colourful service to celebrate her life and for it to be ‘Elsie’s Special Day’. It was a very 
emotional day, especially when listening to the tributes from her parents, school friends 
and teachers. We continue to offer our support and deepest condolences to David and his 
family.
